(Pink) & $10.00 (Blue). 

¶ Faith City School Students are requested to bring NZ money to exchange for 
Respect Dollars at any stage over the next week before market day.  

 

¶ Children bringing money to school are to hand it to their class teacher  
      BEFORE school and are not to leave money in their school bags  
      during the school day.
